What can you do to help ?

Spend some time helping — little and often is
best

Play games — make it as fun and enjoyable
as possible

L ots of encouragement !
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Experiments with mark-making, sometimes ascribing meaning to the marks.
Uses some clearly identifiable letters to communicate meaning.
Represents some sounds correctly in writing.

. Writes own name and other words from memory.

Holds a pencil and uses it effectively to form recognisable letters, most of which are correctly
formed.

. Attempts writing for a variety of purposes, using features of different forms.
. Uses phonic knowledge to write simple regular words and make phonetically plausible

attempts at more complex words.

. Begins to form captions and simple sentences, sometimes using punctuation.
. Communicates meaning through phrases and simple sentences with some consistency in

punctuating sentences.

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GROWTH MINDSET

All of us make mistakes. This is how we learn.
Encourage a growth mindset in your child by
praising them for their effort and recognising their
mistakes and trying to fix them. Remember, there
IS no such thing as a ‘good spelling’ or a ‘bad
speller’ - our intelligence and ability is not fixed, but
can be developed and grow over time. This takes
resilience and an understanding of how we learn.
